îáðàç æèçíè, ñîâìåñòèì ñ äå-
ìîêðàòèåé è ñîáëþäåíèåì
ïðàâ ÷åëîâåêà. Â òàêîì ðàêóð-
ñå ýòà òåìà ïðåäïîëàãàåò íåñ-
êîëüêî àêàäåìè÷åñêèé ïîäõîä.
Íî òàê êàê â âûñòóïëåíèÿõ ïðî-
ôåññîðà Ìàëàøåíêî è ä-ðà
Ðèçî Íàçàðõàðè ñîîòâåòñòâó-
þùèé àêàäåìèçì ïðåäñòàâëåí
äîñòàòî÷íî ïîëíî, ÿ õîòåë áû
îñòàíîâèòüñÿ íà ïðàêòè÷åñêèõ
âîïðîñàõ.

Âìåñòå ñ òåì, õîòåëîñü
áû îòìåòèòü, ÷òî â òîì, êàê
îðãàíèçàòîðû êîíôåðåíöèè
ñôîðìóëèðîâàëè òåìó äëÿ
âûñòóïëåíèÿ, âîëüíî èëè íå-
âîëüíî, íî âñå æå äîñòàòî÷íî
÷åòêî îòðàæàåòñÿ ñòàâøàÿ äî-
ìèíèðóþùåé â îáùåñòâåííîì
ñîçíàíèè íåìóñóëüìàíñêîãî
ìèðà óáåæäåííîñòü â òîì, ÷òî
èñëàì êàê ðåëèãèîçíàÿ, ñîöè-
àëüíàÿ è ïîëèòè÷åñêàÿ ñèñ-
òåìà, íåñîâìåñòèì ñ äåìî-
êðàòèåé è ñîáëþäåíèåì ïðàâ
÷åëîâåêà. Îò äàííîãî óáåæäå-
íèÿ âñåãî ëèøü øàã äî âûâîäîâ

î òîì, ÷òî ñîâðåìåííûé ìèð
ðàçäåëåí íà ñâåòëîå öàðñòâî
äîáðà, êîòîðîìó îðãàíè÷íî
ïðèñóùà çàáîòà î ðàçâèòèè è
óêðåïëåíèè äåìîêðàòèè, î
÷åëîâåêå è åãî ïðàâàõ, è òåì-
íîå öàðñòâî çëà, ãäå âñåãî
ýòîãî íåò, è ÷òî öàðñòâî ñâåòà
è äîáðà äîëæíî îáÿçàòåëüíî
âåñòè íåïðèìèðèìóþ áîðüáó
ñ öàðñòâîì òüìû è çëà âñåì
íàëè÷åñòâóþùèì ó íåãî àðñå-
íàëîì íàèñîâðåìåííåéøèõ
ñðåäñòâ âåäåíèÿ òàêîé áîðü-
áû, îò èíôîðìàöèîííûõ äî
ðàêåòíî-áîìáîâûõ.

Ñëîæèâøèéñÿ çà ìíîãèå
ñòîëåòèÿ è ïîëó÷èâøèé ïîñëå
11 ñåíòÿáðÿ 2001 ã. èìïóëüñ ê
åùå «áîëüøåìó ðàçâèòèþ»
ñòåðåîòèï âîñïðèÿòèÿ íåìó-
ñóëüìàíñêèì ìèðîì ìóñóëü-
ìàíñêèõ ñòðàí, ñàìèõ ìóñóëü-
ìàí è èñëàìà, â öåëîì,  âïîë-
íå îäíîçíà÷íî îòíîñèò èõ êî
âòîðîìó èç ýòèõ öàðñòâ è îä-
íîâðåìåííî îòêàçûâàåò èì â
öèâèëèçîâàííîñòè. ßðêèì ïðè-
ìåðîì ïîäîáíîãî ìûøëåíèÿ
íà âûñøåì ïîëèòè÷åñêîì

ïðîòèâîñòîÿíèå ñòîðîí äîñ-
òèãàëè âûñøåé òî÷êè, êîãäà
ñàóäîâñêèé íàñëåäíûé ïðèíö
Àáäàëëà âûäâèíóë ñâîþ
ìèðíóþ èíèöèàòèâó, â òåõ æå
ñàìûõ ÑØÀ ñòàëè ðàçäàâàòüñÿ
æåñòêèå òðåáîâàíèÿ î òîì,
÷òîáû øêîëüíûå ïðîãðàììû,
ïðîãðàììû óíèâåðñèòåòîâ, è
äàæå ïðîãðàììû èñëàìñêèõ
ó÷åáíûõ çàâåäåíèé â ìóñóëü-
ìàíñêèõ ñòðàíàõ, â ÷àñòíîñòè
â Ñàóäîâñêîé Àðàâèè áûëè
êàðäèíàëüíî èçìåíåíû â òîì

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It appears that the organiz-
ers of this conference, by sug-
gesting this particular topic and
context for my presentation,
tried to assess to what extent
Islam, as a religion and a sys-
tem of ideological, social and
political concepts, and finally as
a way of life, is compatible with
democracy and human rights.
Viewed from this angle this top-
ic suggests an academic ap-
proach. But since the presenta-
tions made by Prof. Malashen-
ko and Dr. Reza Nazarahari pro-
vided a wide theoretical back-
ground, I would rather deal with
practical questions.

Meanwhile, it is worth no-
ting that this same choice of
topic and context, either by
omission or by commission, re-
flects the dominant prejudice in
the non-Muslim world that Islam
as a religious, social and politi-
cal system is irreconcilable with
democracy and human rights.
There is just one step from this
prejudice to the conclusion that
the world is divided into two
realms: the blessed Realm of
Good that by virtue of its mis-
sion is the guardian and protec-
tor of progress, democracy and
human rights; and the Dark Side,
the Realm of Evil, devoid of all
these virtues. The Realm of
Good, with its arsenal of mo-

dern means, ranging from the
sophisticated information
network to ballistic missiles, is
destined to wage a never-en-
ding war against the Realm of
Evil and Darkness.

There is a century-old ste-
reotype that the non-Muslim
world applies to Islamic coun-
tries, nations and religion. Fur-
ther enhanced after 11 Septem-
ber 2001, this stereotype une-
quivocally places Islamic coun-
tries, peoples and faith in the
Realm of Evil. Scandalous sta-
tements by Italian Prime Minis-
ter Sylvio Berlusconi, who prac-
tically proclaimed Islam to be
incompatible with the progress
of civilization, and recent re-
marks by a US congressman
calling for a ban on the Islamic
religion, could serve as telling
examples of this kind of thinking
amongst the political elite. Re-
cently, when the Intifada in Pa-
lestine and the confrontation
between the parties to the con-
flict reached boiling point, and
the Saudi Prince Abdallah put
forward his peace initiative, the-
re were persistent calls and
demands in the US to drastical-
ly change school and university
programs - and even those of
Islamic education institutions - in
the Muslim countries, particular-
ly in Saudi Arabia, so as to ad-

just them to what they referred
to as the interests of democra-
cy; the anti-terrorism campaign
etc. It is obvious that such de-
mands are not merely based on
a wish to protect democracy
and human rights. Neither are
they accounted for by the goals
of the war against terrorism.
Rather, they are meant to pro-
tect the interests of the non-Is-
lamic world, including its inte-
rests in the Muslim countries. It
was not hard to foretell the
reaction of Saudi Arabia and
other Muslim countries. Mass
media in the Arab countries star-
ted to speak openly about the
rebirth of the spirit of coloniza-
tion, colonial dictate, etc. One
can guess what the reaction of
people living in non-Muslim
countries would have been if,
for example, acting in the name
of their countries, their world
and their Islamic civilization, the
state or religious leadership of
Saudi Arabia, Iran, Iraq or ano-
ther Muslim country had put
forward similar strict demands.
How would American or Euro-
pean ministries of education,
universities or theological edu-
cation institutions react to de-
mands to drastically change
their curriculum with a threat of
oil embargo, withdrawal of their
assets from Western banks, etc?

ñîâðåìåííîì ìèðå âïîëíå

Êîíå÷íî, çà ïîñëåäíèå äå-
ñÿòü ëåò ïðîèçîøëè îïðåäå-
ëåííûå ïîçèòèâíûå ïîäâèæêè
â ðàçâèòèè ñèñòåìû ïîäîáíîãî
îáðàçîâàíèÿ  â Öåíòðàëüíîé
Àçèè. Íåëüçÿ íå âèäåòü, ÷òî
ïîñòåïåííî, õîòÿ è íå áåç
ïðîáëåì, ðàñøèðÿåòñÿ ñåòü
èñëàìñêèõ ó÷åáíûõ çàâåäåíèé,
ñêëàäûâàåòñÿ áîëåå èëè ìåíåå
ñòðîéíàÿ âîñõîäÿùàÿ ñèñòåìà
èñëàìñêîãî îáðàçîâàíèÿ, â
êîòîðîé èìååòñÿ íåñêîëüêî

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It is obvious that drawing
such a division between Good
and Evil jeopardizes political sta-
bility and security in the modern
world. There are just one or two
steps from this division to di-
rect accusations that Muslims
and the Muslim countries glo-
bally assault democracy and
human rights, and it is therefo-
re fully justified to take any kind
of ‘corrective’ measures against
them, military actions included.
Yet there is nothing new about
attempts to draw divisions of
this kind. In fact, this adequa-
tely reflects a real, ever-present
phenomenon: the clash of civi-
lizations. In this sense, Samuel
Huntigton has made no disco-
very.  Being a realist and, so it
seems, an honest researcher, he
simply called modern phenome-
na by their true names. Yet this
topic and the context it is
viewed in - Islam, democracy
and human rights- can still ac-
quire a positive connotation if
filled with a concrete and prac-
tical content, applicable to a
considerable part of the post-
Soviet territory. It could focus
on problems like the realization
of the right of Muslims in the
given region to receive Islamic
education, or at least their ri-
ght to receive Islam-oriented
education, as well as their right
to establish Islamic cultural cen-
ters, Islamic political parties and
organizations.

Islamic (or Islam-Oriented)
Education.

There is no question that
during the last ten years there
have been certain positive chan-
ges in this field in Central Asia.
It is beyond doubt that gradual-
ly, though not always smooth-
ly, the network of Islamic edu-
cation institutions is being en-
hanced, and an orderly system
of Islamic education is being
established that consists of se-
veral levels. The first level is
primary education given within
families and at mosques. The
next level is secondary educa-
tion at regional madrasah scho-
ols that exist in every Central
Asian country. Finally, universi-
ty-level education is provided
by Islamic institutes and univer-
sity departments. In Tajikistan at
any rate, Islamic periodicals and
publications keep up a lively
discussion on how to improve
educational programs and cur-
riculums so as to give students
systematic instruction in the
basics of Islamic sciences and at
the same time make them com-
fortable in the modern world
with its high technology and
sophisticated information
network, eventually enabling
them to make a conscious and
free choice in our world that
defies unification.

Alongside the existing pro-
gress, there are still a number
of difficulties. In particular, this
relates to the right of Muslims
to diversify the sources and al-
ternative branches of their edu-

cation, if one is at all justified to
use such terminology in Central
Asia. The problem here is that
the very idea of such diversifi-
cation stumbles upon misunders-
tanding at best, vigorous resis-
tance and opposition at worst.
This opposition, disguised as a
public concern with the possi-
ble consequences of such a di-
versification, finds its public ex-
pression in the mass media. The-
re have recently been a num-
ber of publications on this is-
sue, including one by Bashkirian
writer Yuri Razgulyaev. The
headline speaks for itself: “Isla-
mic Education in the Kyrgyz
Republic as the Source of Ex-
tremism and Tension”. Another
publication, one by Natalya
Shestak (an author from Alma-
ty if I am not mistaken) had the
peculiar headline “Dangerous
Games on the Roof of the
World”. Both publications were
provoked by the announcement
that a regional department of
the University of Central Asia
opened in the city of Narin,
sponsored by the Fund of Agha
Khan IV, the religious leader of
the Nizari Isma’ili sect.

Probably the publication by
Yuri Razgulyaev can be more
revealing within the context of
the problem discussed here. It
draws attention because it
openly and directly expresses
an opinion that the developing
of the system of Islamic educa-
tion in the Kyrgyz Republic (it
seems that the author also has
other Central Asian countries in
mind) represents a clearly

íèå ýòî íåïðèÿòèå, çàêàìóô-

ïîäîáíîé äèâåðñèôèêàöèè,

Þðèÿ Ðàçãóëÿåâà ïîä âåñüìà
õàðàêòåðíûì çàãëàâèåì «Èñ-
ëàìñêîå îáðàçîâàíèå â Êèð-
ãèçñòàíå ñòàíîâèòñÿ èñòî÷íè-
êîì ýêñòðåìèçìà è íàïðÿæåí-

Âåðîÿòíî, íàèáîëåå ïîêà-
çàòåëüíîé â êîíòåêñòå ðàññìà-
òðèâàåìîãî âîïðîñà ÿâëÿåòñÿ
ïóáëèêàöèÿ Þðèÿ Ðàçãóëÿåâà.
Îíà èíòåðåñíà òåì, ÷òî â íåé
ïðÿìî è áåç îáèíÿêîâ ãîâî-
ðèòñÿ î òîì, ÷òî ðàçâèòèå ñèñ-
òåìû èñëàìñêîãî îáðàçîâàíèÿ
â Êèðãèçèè (ìíå êàæåòñÿ, ÷òî
àâòîð èìååò â âèäó íå òîëüêî
ñâîþ ðåñïóáëèêó) ïðåäñòàâ-
ëÿåò ïðÿìóþ óãðîçó ñïîêîéñò-

ñëàâÿíñêîãî â Áèøêåêå, êàê
ñðàçó ìîæíî ïîëó÷èòü îáâè-
íåíèÿ â íåäåìîêðàòè÷íîñòè,
ñòðåìëåíèè íàðóøèòü çàêîí-
íûå ïðàâà èíäèâèäà è ò.ä. è
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present danger to the stability
of the country. This can be dis-
cerned both in the headline and
in the article itself. The author
questions the expediency of
cooperation of the state author-
ities, various governmental or-
ganizations and NGOs with in-
ternational sponsors, directly or
indirectly tied to the Islamic
world, in the field of education
in general and religious educa-
tion in particular. Last but not
least, he questions the expedi-
ency of sending young students
abroad to receive their educa-
tion in Muslim countries. In plain-
er words, the publication de-
nies Kyrgyz Muslims their right
to choose what kind of educa-
tion they want to receive and
where they want to study.

One is struck by a peculiar
bias in all these speculations
about threats to the stability of
the post-Soviet territory brou-
ght about by Islamic and Islam-
oriented education, with the
establishment of corresponding
institutions sponsored by the
Muslim world, and the possibi-
lity for students to study in the
Muslim countries. Nobody
seems concerned about the
possible negative consequences
to a country when it comes to
a different education ideology,
such as liberalism, Protestan-
tism, Catholicism or any other
“ism”, to give but a few exam-
ples. It is perfectly right to es-
tablish various education insti-
tutions sponsored by the non-
Muslim world or to receive edu-
cation in non-Muslim countries,

although it is common knowled-
ge that there is a high probabi-
lity of certain “negative conse-
quences” there as well. Moreo-
ver, if anyone were to try to
cast a shadow of doubt upon
the expediency of establishing
the American University in Alma-
Ata, or the Slavonic University
in Bishkek, or merely to hint at
any possible negative conse-
quences to the stability of the
countries in the given region,
they would right away be ac-
cused of encroachment against
democracy and human rights.
Isn’t this a double standard? If
one is justified to speak about
indoctrinated systems of edu-
cation as a source of tension and
a destabilizing factor in Central
Asia, or about alleged threats
to regional stability coming from
Islamic education, i.e. from the
facts that young people can
now study in Islamic countries
and that the establishment of
Islamic education institutions is
sponsored from abroad, it
should be equally justifiable to
point out a regional stability
threat coming from educational
systems based on other ideo-
logies, financed by other spon-
sors, and the problems that
could emerge when students
from this region are sent to stu-
dy in non-Muslim countries.

The all-round purposeful
implantation of extrinsic non-tra-
ditional political and educatio-
nal standards and values into
Muslim countries that do not yet
have all the necessary objecti-
ve and subjective conditions for

their functioning and perception
inevitably takes the form of ag-
gressive annihilation of the exis-
ting system of standards and
values. This inevitably provokes
active resistance that may take
various forms, armed struggle
included. As phenomena of this
kind, one can mention the intel-
lectual and armed opposition to
a similar systemized invasion of
Central Asia in the 1920s and
30s, opposition to the wester-
nization of Iran that took the
shape of an Islamic revolution,
and the national and Islamic re-
sistance against the Soviet ideo-
logical, political and military pre-
sence in Afghanistan in 1979-
1988. There is no doubt that the
emergence of those two publi-
cations, and many other ones
in which the above-mentioned
issues are discussed, is accoun-
ted for by a number of factors,
such as competition between
regional powers and a clash of
interests. However, the study
of these factors is beyond the
framework of this presentation.

Islamic Religious Organiza-
tions and Parties.

Ever since 11 September
2001 it has been widely dis-
cussed that one of the main
conditions for political stability
in each and every country of
our region is proper use of va-
rious freedoms, including the
freedom of religious belief, the
freedom to establish various
religious organizations, Islamic
public organizations, move-
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ò.ï. Ò.å. íàëèöî äâîéíîé ñòàí-

ðÿäîì èíûõ ôàêòîðîâ, ñðåäè

òå íàõîäèòñÿ ñîïåðíè÷åñòâî

âàòüñÿ ðàçëè÷íûìè ñâîáîäà-

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ments and political parties. As
far as the freedom of worship
is concerned, thank God, there
is at least no open opposition
to it in our region. But this is
not the case when it comes to
the establishment and unimpe-
ded operation of religious pu-
blic organizations and political
parties, which, no doubt, should
be in keeping with the laws of
each country of the region.
Unfortunately, there are big
problems in this field even when
all the corresponding laws are
respected.

The absolute majority of the
population in Central Asia ad-
heres to Islam. It is but natural
that a certain part of this popu-
lation assumes that an Islamic
political party could best repre-
sent its interests. One is temp-
ted to ask how to deal with such
a phenomenon.
· We can accept it as objec-

tive reality and allow the
above-mentioned part of
the population to realize its
aspirations.

· We can see this reality and
still move in an opposite
direction, i.e. actively im-
pede and hamper the ef-
forts by the part of the
population that tries to rea-
lize its right (a constitutio-
nal right as it is often de-
clared) to establish religious
political parties and orga-
nizations.

· We can turn a blind eye to
this phenomenon.

How to make the right choi-

ce? What should be the argu-
ment behind it? What are the
criteria to use? It is quite ob-
vious that one of the main tasks
and challenges each country of
Central Asia faces today is
strengthening its independence,
making it irreversible, so that a
country, due to its own mista-
kes or external factors, shall not
be misled and committed to
oblivion. It should be noted that
while on all other issues various
public organizations and politi-
cal groups may have different
views and even serious contra-
dictions, when it comes to the
protection of statehood, sove-
reignty and independence of
their countries, all, or at least
the majority of them, agree on
this point. If the aforesaid is true,
and I am sure it is, the decision-
makers should first and foremost
take into account how the en-
visaged decisions or the choi-
ces they are about to make
could affect the process of in-
dependence and nation building
in their countries. They should
also try to assess whether the-
se decisions could jeopardize
the integrity of their countries
by handing certain levers to tho-
se external forces that do not
seek to strengthen the soverei-
gnty of these countries and
could play on domestic difficul-
ties.

If one is governed by this
criterion in approaching the pro-
blem of religious political par-
ties in our region, Islamic par-
ties in this case, the last of the
three options listed above

should be dismissed right away.
A problem does not cease to
exist if one turns a blind eye to
it. It continues to be a problem
that requires a solution. Moreo-
ver, an indifferent attitude to an
existing problem makes one lose
touch with reality and thus lose
control over the situation. This
can bring about grave conse-
quences for the country in ques-
tion. Deliberate confrontation
with reality and attempts to
solve the given problem by the
use of force and through repres-
sive measures is no less dange-
rous. In such cases the problem
not only remains unsolved but
is corked deep inside, acquiring
an illegal underground status.
Soon it reaches a confrontatio-
nal deadlock, from which a way
out could hardly be found. The-
refore this option is, firstly, stra-
tegically fruitless, and, secon-
dly, it paves a way for the in-
terference of external forces
seeking to play on domestic
contradictions, tensions and dif-
ficulties. In this respect it is even
more destructive than the third
option. In the long run, it re-
presents a clear and present
danger for the independence of
the country that chooses this
option. It would thus be pru-
dent not merely to recognize
in theory the right to establish
religious political parties in our
region, but also within reaso-
nable limits, not to impede and
hamper the aspirations of Mus-
lims to put this right into practi-
ce. It is no secret that these
aspirations do exist. If the deci-

ñàìîñòîÿòåëüíîñòè, äëÿ ìàíè-
ïóëèðîâàíèÿ âíóòðåííèìè
òðóäíîñòÿìè.

Åñëè ïîäõîäèòü ê ðåøå-
íèþ ïðîáëåìû ñóùåñòâîâàíèÿ
â ñòðàíàõ ðåãèîíà ïîëèòè÷åñ-
êèõ ïàðòèé ðåëèãèîçíîãî õà-
ðàêòåðà, ò.å. èñëàìñêèõ ïàð-
òèé, ðóêîâîäñòâóÿñü èìåííî
ýòèì êðèòåðèåì, òî ìîæíî
ñðàçó îòìåñòè òðåòüþ èç âû-
øåíàçâàííûõ âîçìîæíîñòåé
âûáîðà. Âåäü îòòîãî, ÷òî
ïðîáëåìó ïðåäïî÷èòàþò íå
çàìå÷àòü, îíà íèêóäà íå èñ÷å-
çàåò. Îíà îñòàåòñÿ è ïðî-
äîëæàåò òðåáîâàòü ïðèíÿòèÿ
òîãî èëè èíîãî ðåøåíèÿ.
Áîëåå òîãî, èíäèôôåðåíòíîå
îòíîøåíèå ê ïðîáëåìå âåäåò
ê óòðàòå ñâÿçè ñ ðåàëüíîñòüþ,
óòðàòå êîíòðîëÿ íàä ñèòóà-
öèåé, ÷òî ïîòåíöèàëüíî ÷ðå-
âàòî íåìàëûìè áåäñòâèÿìè
äëÿ ñòðàíû. Íå ìåíüøèìè,
åñëè íå áîëüøèìè áåäñòâèÿì
÷ðåâàòà ñîçíàòåëüíàÿ êîí-
ôðîíòàöèÿ ñ ðåàëüíîñòüþ, ïî-
ïûòêè ðåøåíèÿ äàííîé ïðîá-
ëåìû ñóãóáî ñèëîâûìè,
ðåïðåññèâíûìè ìåðàìè. Â
ïîäîáíûõ ñëó÷àÿõ ïðîáëåìà
íå ñòîëüêî ðåøàåòñÿ, ñêîëüêî
çàãîíÿåòñÿ âíóòðü, èëè, ÷òî
åùå õóæå, â ïîäïîëüå. Îíà
áûñòðî ïðèîáðåòàåò ÷åðòû
ïðîòèâîñòîÿíèÿ, âûõîä èç êî-
òîðîãî áóäåò âåñüìà íåïðîñ-
òûì. Ñëåäîâàòåëüíî, òàêîé
âûáîð â äîëãîâðåìåííîì ïëà-
íå, âî-ïåðâûõ, áåñïåðñïåêòè-
âåí, à âî-âòîðûõ, â åùå áîëü-
øåé ñòåïåíè, íåæåëè â óæå
ðàññìîòðåííîì òðåòüåì âàðè-

àíòå, ïîçâîëÿåò îñóùåñòâëÿòü
âìåøàòåëüñòâî èçâíå è èãðàòü
íà ïðîòèâîðå÷èÿõ, êîòîðûå
ðåøàþòñÿ òàêèì îáðàçîì,
èãðàòü íà âíóòðåííåì ðàñêî-
ëå. Â êîíå÷íîì èòîãå, äàííûé
âàðèàíò âûáîðà ðåøåíèÿ
ñîçäàåò ñåðüåçíóþ óãðîçó íå-
çàâèñèìîñòè ñòðàíû. Òàêèì
îáðàçîì, ñàìûì ðàçóìíûì
ðåøåíèåì áûëî áû íå òîëüêî
ïðèçíàòü ïðàâî íà âîçìîæ-
íîñòü ñîçäàíèÿ è äàëüíåéøåãî
ôóíêöèîíèðîâàíèÿ â ñòðàíàõ
ïîëèòè÷åñêèõ ïàðòèé ðåëèãè-
îçíîãî õàðàêòåðà, íî, íà-
ñêîëüêî ýòî âîçìîæíî, íå
ïðåïÿòñòâîâàòü ñòðåìëåíèþ
ìóñóëüìàí, à îíî, êàê âñå
ñèäÿùèå çäåñü õîðîøî çíàþò,
ñóùåñòâóåò, ðåàëèçàöèè äàí-
íîãî ïðàâà. Áóäå òàêîå ðå-
øåíèå ïðèíÿòî, åñëè ê òîìó
ñîçäàëèñü íåîáõîäèìûå ïðåä-
ïîñûëêè, òî îíî, â êîíå÷íîì
èòîãå, íåñîìíåííî, ñêàæåòñÿ
ïîçèòèâíî íà óêðåïëåíèè íåçà-
âèñèìîñòè ñòðàíû, íà ñîõðà-
íåíèè åå, âîîáùå, â êà÷åñòâå
ãîñóäàðñòâà. Êðîìå òîãî,
ïîäîáíîå ðåøåíèå ïðèíåñåò
ñòðàíå íåñîìíåííûå ïîëèòè-
÷åñêèå è ôèíàíñîâûå äèâèäåí-
äû, èáî îí äàåò âîçìîæíîñòü
îáðåñòè ñòîëü öåíèìîå â íàøå
âðåìÿ èìèäæ äåìîêðàòè÷åñ-
êîãî ãîñóäàðñòâà.

Ïðèìåð Òàäæèêèñòàíà, â
êîòîðîì â ðàìêàõ ðåàëèçàöèè
Îáùåãî Cîãëàøåíèÿ îá yñòà-
íîâëåíèè ìèðà è íàöèîíàëü-
íîãî ñîãëàñèÿ â ñòðàíå, 5-
ëåòèå êîòîðîãî îòìå÷àåòñÿ â
íûíåøíåì ãîäó, áûë ñíÿò
çàïðåò íà ôóíêöèîíèðîâàíèå
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sion-makers do adopt such an
approach, eventually it shall
have a positive effect on the
strengthening of the indepen-
dence and statehood of the
country. Besides, such an ap-
proach would create a lot of
political and financial advanta-
ges, for it helps to shape an
image of a democracy that is
so important and valuable in our
days.

The positive experience of
Tajikistan speaks for itself. It has
lifted the ban on the functioning
of religious political parties be-
longing to the former united
opposition block, the Islamic
Renaissance Party of Tajikistan
(IRPT) included, within the fra-
mework of the General Agree-
ment on the Establishment of
Peace and Civil Accord signed
five years ago. From the late
1980s until 11 August 1999,
when this important decision
was made, the country followed
an evolution path. It started by
altogether ignoring the existen-
ce of religious political parties.
The next steps were the esta-
blishment of the IRPT, its legali-
zation, followed by yet another
ban in June 1993, and another
legalization in 1999. It should be
noted that the decision to lift
the ban on the functioning of
opposition parties had been
preceded by the joint efforts of
the Commission on National
Reconciliation (CNR) and mem-
bers supported by international
organizations, the UN and its
Permanent Mission to Tajikistan
in particular, to improve the

existing legislation through an
amendment to the Constitution
of Tajikistan (p.28), as well as
efforts to jointly draft the new
laws on “Public Organizations in
Tajikistan” and “Political Parties
in Tajikistan”. These new laws
regulate the operation and ac-
tivities of religious public orga-
nizations and political parties. In
the course of heated discussions
that accompanied the drafting
of these laws and amendments
to the Constitution, many con-
cerns of various parties were
taken into consideration.

What was it that helped to
find a positive solution to the
existing problem? To a great
extent it was fact that the years
of confrontation in 1992-1997
made the Tajik civil society un-
derstand one important truth:
that further confrontation is a
threat to the independence and
sovereignty of the country and
could result in the loss of its sta-
tehood. The entire history of the
20th century made the Tajik na-
tion recognize yet another harsh
truth: without a Tajik state, the
Tajiks as an ethnic group are
doomed to extinction. Today
the IRPT openly operates and
participates in the political life
of the country. There are no
legal restrictions on its publica-
tions or its participation in na-
tional elections. The party con-
tributes positively to the gover-
ning of the country; it has re-
presentatives in the parliament
and the government. Members
of this party actively participa-
te in various forums, conferen-

ces, round table discussions,
seminars, and in general, in the
normal daily life of the country.
All these developments enabled
Tajikistan to move away from
the edge of the precipice and
to avoid disaster.

To achieve the civil accord
and the preconditions to build
relations through dialogue that
Tajikistan now has, it had to fol-
low a long and thorny path. The
country paid a high price for the
experience it has today. Is the-
re any reason why our neigh-
bors in the region should cover
the same path? Would not it be
more prudent to learn from our
experiences and avoid making
the same mistakes?

×òî ïîçâîëèëî íàéòè ïîëî-

æèòåëüíîå ðåøåíèå ðåàëüíî
ñóùåñòâîâàâøåé ïðîáëåìå? Â
íåìàëîé ñòåïåíè ñôîðìèðî-
âàâøååñÿ çà ãîäû ïðîòèâîñòî-
ÿíèÿ ó ðóêîâîäñòâà ïðîòèâî-
áîðñòâîâàâøèõ â 1992-1997ãã.,
ñòîðîí, ó âñåãî òàäæèêñêîãî
îáùåñòâà, ïîíèìàíèå îäíîé
ïðîñòîé èñòèíû: äàëüíåéøåå
ïðîòèâîñòîÿíèå óãðîæàåò îñ-
ëàáëåíèåì íåçàâèñèìîñòè è
ñóâåðåíèòåòà ñòðàíû, ðåàëü-
íîé ïåðñïåêòèâîé åå óòðàòû.
Âåñü îïûò 20 âåêà ïîäâåë
òàäæèêîâ è ê îñîçíàíèþ äðó-
ãîé æåñòêîé èñòèíû: âíå ðà-
ìîê ñâîåãî ãîñóäàðñòâà îíè
îáðå÷åíû íà èñ÷åçíîâåíèå â

Ñåãîäíÿ ÏÈÂÒ îòêðûòî îñó-

îñíîâå èçäàåò ñâîþ ïåðè-
îäèêó, àêòèâíî ó÷àñòâóåò â âû-
